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Mother Teresa was born Agnes Gonxha
Bojaxhiu in what is now Macedonia in
1910 and was of Albanian descent.

In 1929, one year later, she was sent

to Darjeeling in India with the Sisters of Loreto to work as a teacher.

In 1931, she took her first vows to become a nun, choosing the
name [eresa.

Mother Teresa was sent to St Mary's High School in the city of
Kolkata. She felt compelled to reach out to the poor people around

her. She felt she had received a call from God to help them. In 1948
she was granted permission to leave the convent school and take

on the task of serving the poor who lived in the slums of Kolkata.
Mother Teresa set up an-open air school for the poor children of the
area. She had no funds to help her and often had to beg for money.

In 1950 she began the Missionaries of Charity with her volunteers and
continued to provide much-needed help to the poor, the sick and the
dying.

In 1979 Mother Teresa was awarded the Nobel Peace Prize for

her work. Mother Teresa died in 1997. By that time the number
of volunteers working with her had
